Quick Note to Parents
Welcome to Springville High School Boys Soccer!

We are trying to arrange a Parent’s meeting for Thursday, March 10, but that won’t be finalized until Tuesday, March 8.

Your son should have an idea if he is varsity or JV.  There are a few players who will play a limited amount of time in varsity and will be given the choice to play the first half of the JV game.

JV games start a few minutes after the varsity game ends.

Players after a game can ONLY ride home with their own parents and they must notify Rick that they are riding home with their parents.  If you wish to have your son ride home with another player’s parents, you must send a note specifying such and the parents with whom your son will be riding.

Note on Sportsmanship – Please understand that the refs who ref our games are not perfect, are not biased, are not paid by the other team and are barely paid by home high school.  Refs will make bad calls, perhaps several a game.  They will never change a call because you yell.  They also will not suddenly become better refs because you yell.  Soccer is a very difficult sport to ref as well as play.  We all know we need better refs.  The key to getting better refs, is retaining the refs we have, but every year more refs leave the sport of soccer than certify to ref games.  As it now stands, we will be lucky to have 3 officials for all of our varsity games. (Note, JV games will continue to be reffed as dual center refs.)  We all must strive to treat our officials with respect and make it as enjoyable as possible to be a ref.  
Now the really important part.  If I hear you yelling at a ref from the stands or sidelines, I will send your son to you to remind you to show proper respect to our officials.  This may necessitate pulling your son out of the game immediately which I will do.  I think it is important that players, coaches and parents have very low expectations of officials, then we won’t be too disappointed.
High School rules are different than club rules.  The biggest difference is in substitutions.  In a nutshell, if one team is allowed to substitute, the other team can at the same time.  So, if we substitute on our throw in, the other team can also substitute.  If it’s our thrown in, and the other team has players there to substitute, but we don’t, then they can’t substitute, but if we sub, they can sub.
